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Capital AHEC and the Health Industry Steering Committee have hosted an
annual Nursing Academy for years to high school students in the greater
Austin area. This onday event focuses on the benefits of becoming a nurse
as well as highlights local area nursing schools. This year Capital AHEC has
joined forces with Austin Community College (ACC) to expand the program
to other school districts within the ACC service area.

Thanks to a grant from the Health Resources and Service Administration
(HRSA), this spring Capital AHEC will sponsor five Nursing Academies for
high school students interested in becoming a nurse. Three events have been
hosted thus far including a Northern Academy in Cedar Park, Eastern
Academy in Smithville, and the Central Academy in Austin. This year the
Central Academy hosted 80 students and was the largest academy in history.
There are still two events scheduled in April including the Southern Academy
on April 14 in Lockhart and our Western Academy on April 16 in
Fredericksburg.

During the academies students will have the opportunity to learn how to
prepare for a career in nursing, explore different career pathways, interact
with nursing students, and participate in a hamasimulation lab. The
stations in these labs are designed to give students a look inside the daily
activities of a

nurse.
