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Capital AHEC is pleased to announce we will be working with Austin 

Community College on the Nursingôs Under-Represented Students in   

Education (NURSE) Success Project recently awarded by Health            

Resources and Services Administration (HRSA).  The primary purpose of 

the NURSE Success Project is to increase the proportion of ethnic/racial 

minority and economically disadvantaged students who apply, are admitted 

to and graduate with an associate degree in nursing.  The grant seeks to  

improve the access of Central Texans to a more diverse professional    

nursing workforce. 

 

Capital AHEC will carry out the pre-entry activities in this three year    

project.  Those activities will include two nursing residential camps and 5 

nursing academies per year.  The setting for the project will be an eight 

county region surrounding Travis County.  The camps will be patterned 

after the successful Health Careers Summer Camps Capital AHEC pro-

vides for high school students.  During camp students will participate in 

hands on experiences and shadowing opportunities.  The nursing acad-

emies will be one day sessions meant to give students an overview of nurs-

ing opportunities and the best way to prepare for that career while still in 

high school. 

 

Other components of the grant include early identification and intervention 

of high risk students allowing interventions to address issues before       

students drop out of the program.  Cultural competency and sensitivity will 

be addressed by specific grant objectives as well.  Some stipends will be 

offered through the grant to support economically disadvantaged students. 

In addition to Austin Community College and Capital AHEC, Capital 

IDEA will also be a partner in this grant activity.
